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1.What was the world like when Hazrat Muhammad (صلى الله عليه وسلم) was born, and how did his 
teachings change society? 

Ans=The world was full of ignorance, idol worship, and injustice. Hazrat Muhammad 
 brought the message of truth, kindness, and justice. His teachings helped people (صلى الله عليه وسلم)
become better and changed society in a good way.
